Good trip in general, with birders of different experiences in the field, especially in this kind
of environment, but everyone put in their best effort. This transact from our start point in
the high Andes at Cusco to our end point at Puerto Maldonado in the Amazon lowland was a
true Andes to Amazon adventure. We were up early most days and birding hard, however the
weather did not always co-operate and we started this trip with (Silverio getting sick) but it
was well replaced for those 3 days with Percy Avendano. In general activity was slow with no
real big flocks and we had to work hard. Nevertheless, in Manu we were based at several
wonderful lodges strategically placed at varying altitudes in the Cloud Forest and Lowland
Amazonian rainforest of the Manu Biosphere Reserve. It was a real experience to bird in
these pristine forests full of large primates and other large mammals. The Manu canopy
tower enabled us to get to birds that otherwise would be virtually inaccessible; as was
canoeing around the Oxbow lakes. All around this area gave us a total of around 583 species
seen and heard including 39 species of Hummingbirds, 14 Woodpeckers, 45 Ovenbirds and 70
species of Tanagers and allies
